SALC Chairman Encourages Community Participation to Help Shape the Future of Local Councils Across Telford & Wrekin 
Telford & Wrekin Council has launched a Community Governance Review to ensure that Town and Parish Council arrangements best represent the needs of local communities. This review provides an opportunity for residents, community groups, and stakeholders to have their say on how their local areas are governed.
The review will explore various options, including creating, merging, renaming, or altering parishes, as well as adjusting the size of parishes and the number of councillors representing them.
Councillor Ray Wickson (Chairman of the county wide body representing parish & town councils in Telford & Wrekin) is calling on all residents, community groups, and stakeholders to actively participate in the first stage of Telford & Wrekin Council's Community Governance Review. This important consultation provides a unique opportunity for everyone to have their say on how local communities are represented and governed.
Councillor Wickson, said:

"This review is a real chance for our communities to shape the future of local governance. We urge all residents and community groups to share their views and ideas. Whether you think the current arrangements work well or believe changes are needed, your input is vital to ensure our voices are heard and our needs are met. This can affect how your local services are provided and how your community is represented”

He added:

“To date over 100 responses have been received but there is still time to make your voice heard. Let’s work together to ensure our community’s voice is heard loud and clear. This is your chance to influence decisions that will shape the governance of our community for years to come!”

In launching the review, Councillor Paul Davis, Chair of the Boundary Review Committee, emphasized the importance of community input, stating, "Telford and Wrekin has grown considerably since local Town and Parish Council arrangements were introduced. It is vital that these arrangements reflect the evolving needs of our communities."

The first stage of the consultation is open until Monday, 14th April 2025.

All feedback will be carefully considered before updated proposals are presented to the Boundary Review Committee. If approved, a further four-week consultation period will follow, allowing residents to comment on proposed changes.
Both SALC and the Wrekin Area Committee of SALC will be considering its response at upcoming meetings in April before the consultation closure date.

The outcome of the review, including any changes to Town and Parish Council arrangements, will take effect at the next local election in May 2027.
